The Maydays are Brighton-based veterans of the improv comedy scene. Known locally for their regular performances at Komedia, they first performed together in 2004, have taken two shows to the Edinburgh Festival Fringe with sell-out performances, and won the Best Comedy Show Award at the Brighton Festival Fringe. They are the only improv outfit in the UK to travel across the Atlantic to train en masse in Chicago, the city regarded as the Mecca of Improv, where they trained at Second City, iO, and the Annoyance improv theatres. They’ve performed at a plethora of occasions from the Magners Paramount Comedy Festival in Brighton, to a conference of 300 vicars in Hatfield.
